I am writing to inform you that Islington Council has received a premises licence [variation] application for the above premises.

Details of application: The current licence permits: The playing of recorded music from 09:00 until 00:00 Monday to Sunday, the exhibition of film , the performance of live music, the performance of dance and the provision of facilities for dancing from 09:00 until 00;00 Sunday to Thursday and until 02:00 the next day on Friday and Saturday; the provision of late night refreshment from 23:00 until 00:30 on Monday to Thursday , until 02:30  Friday and Saturday and until 01:00 on Sunday; the sale of alcohol, for consumption on or off the premises, from 10:00 until 00:00 Monday to Thursday, until 02;00 Friday and Saturday and until 00:30 on Sunday.

The proposed variation is to extend the terminal hours for all activities until 02:00 on Thursday and until 04:00 Friday and Saturday; to add the performance of plays and anything similar to live music, dancing or the provision of facilities for same (e.g. comedy) from 09:00 until 00:00 on Sunday to Wednesday, until 02:00 un Thursday and 04:00 Friday and Saturday. Additionally, the removal or replacement of certain technical conditions on the licence.   
The Licensing Act 2003 allows any person living in the vicinity of the premises to submit a written representation to the council. If the representation is deemed relevant, the application will be referred to the council’s Licensing Committee for determination.

Persons making representations must supply their name and address. Copies of all valid representations received by the council, including names and addresses, will be given to the applicant.

· It must not be frivolous, vexatious nor repetitive

· It must relate to one or more of the licensing objectives, i.e.

· The prevention of crime and disorder

· The prevention of nuisance

· Public safety

· The protection of children from harm
